PORTCHESTER, England - A Rubik's Cube enthusiast in Britain 
said he has finally solved his puzzle after struggling with it for 26 
years. Graham Parker of Portchester, England, said he first bought 
his Rubik's Cube in 1983 and has since spent more than 27,400 hours 
struggling with the colored cube puzzle, The Daily Telegraph re-
ported. "I cannot tell you what a relief it was to finally solve it. It has 
driven me mad over the years -- it felt like it had taken over my life," 
Parker said. "I have missed important events to stay in and solve it 
and I would lay awake at night thinking about it. "When I clicked 
that last bit into place and each face was a solid color I wept," he 
said. Ray Hodgkin, a representative of the World Cube Association, 
the governing body for Rubik's cube competitions, said Parker's 
struggle with the puzzle may be the longest on record. "I am im-
pressed by Graham's dedication -- the Rubik's Cube can be a very 
frustrating thing. The WCA would like to congratulate him on his 
achievement," he said. Hodgkin is easily no threat to break the world 
record for solving a Rubik's Cube, held by Erik Akkersdijk of the 
Netherlands, who finished the puzzle in 7.08 seconds, the newspaper 
said.

Nominations 
Written or verbal assurance of willingness to serve must be secured from candidates so nominated before he or she is voted upon.  
 
Qualification of Officers 
The qualifications to be eligible to be elected by the membership to the office of  Commodore, Vice Commodore and Rear Commo-
dore are: 
 
  (1) The candidate must have held a previous elected or appointed office for a period   
   of one year. 

(2) The candidate must also be a registered boat owner, with proof of ownership and must also maintain 
dockage (in the water, trailer, or summer dry storage) at Edgewater Marina. 

 
  For all other elected or appointed offices: 
 
  (1) The member must be in good standing for one year.  In elections where there are   
  no members with one year membership interested in running for Executive Board    
 or an officer, except for the top three spots, that the one-year standing can be     
 waived. 
  
Voting procedure 
Voting shall be by secret ballot and the officers so elected shall hold office for the succeeding year or until their successors have 
been elected and qualified.
